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Transportation

Eden Prairie has a comprehensive system of highways including
Interstate-494, U. S. Highway 5, and many other County Highway
and local collector roads. State Highway 212 has been completed
between 494 and County Road 4. The new Highway 212 is now
open and residents can travel to Highway 41 in Carver County. In
addition improvements to County Road 1 from a single lane to two
lane road is underway. Plans are underway to improve County
Road 101 on the western end of the City. The Flying Cloud Airport is a metropolitan reliever
airport located in south central Eden Prairie. The Flying Cloud Airport is the home of many
corporate planes. Bus transit service is available through the Southwest Metro Transit
Commission. The head-quarters for SW Metro are located at the intersections of Technology
Drive and Prairie Center Drive. Scheduled service for downtown commuters is available at this
hub.

Parks

The City has as extensive system of public parks and open space.
Over 6,000 acres of rolling, wooded, and scenic terrain have been
acquired for public park purposes. The park system includes a large
community sports complex which was remodeled and opened in |

Employment should reach 60,000 at full development. For 2008 the
Metropolitan Council estimates 51,829* people work in Eden Prairie. The employment base will
parallel with population size. Jobs in the City include commercial/retail service, manufacturing,
and trade industries. Because of its strategic location and the availability of land, hundreds of
new companies have moved into Eden Prairie in the last 15 years. Large companies like,
SuperValu, American Family Insurance, G.E. Capital, Eaton Corporation, ADC, and Lifetouch, to
name a few, are corporations that have their corporate headquarters in Eden Prairie. Many
high-tech companies that produce and assemble computer components also have located in
Eden Prairie.
